This letter serves to verify that Grand Rapids Community College is a public community
college authorized by the State of Michigan Constitution, Article VI, Sec. 207. The
State School Aid Act of 1979, Article Il, State Aid to Community Colleges, and Article Il
State Aid for Universities and Student Financial Aid provides the legislative basis for
annual state appropriations to the public colleges and universities. Therefore, Grand
Rapids Community College is exempt from state approval or licensure to operate a
postsecondary educational institution in the State of Michigan.

Based on Grand Rapids Community College’s constitutional exemption from
postsecondary licensing, approval of additional locations/branch campuses is not
required. As such Grand Rapids College is also exempt from program approval by this
office.
